As a Regent, one of my goals is to
create more opportunities for students and
to encourage participation in the
opportunities that exist. Here are four
such opportunities:

1. Convention Presentations and
Awards: Consider submitting a paper for
the Convention in St. Louis, Missouri,
March 17-20, 2010 (Riverfront Hyatt
Regency). At the convention, we give

awards of over $6,500 for critical papers and
creative works. Note that these awards are for
works PRESENTED at the convention, but
judging is based on the original submitted
material. The deadline for the convention
submissions will be late October/early
November. Why not work on your papers and
creative works over the summer? Sigma Tau
Delta is moving to an all-electronic convention
submission system in the next few months, so
follow the submission instructions that will be
posted at www.english.org.

2. Common Reader Awards: For the past
two years, we have NOT given out convention
awards for the best papers on the common
reader (up to $150 each) because we haven't
received papers on the common reader! Here
is your opportunity to get a head start on
reading and writing about the 2010 Common
Reader: Song for Night by Chris Abani. At the
very least, Abani’'s novella will be your most
powerful summer read.

3. Scholarships: Did you know that Sigma
Tau Delta gives out more than $65,000 annually
in scholarships, awards, and grants, including a
couple of scholarships worth $2,500 to $4,000
to the students who win them?

Did you know that sometimes there are only

a few applicants for some of the
scholarships? Consider applying for some
of the numerous awards, grants,

scholarships, and internships. The deadline
for applications for most of the awards and
scholarships is October 30th. See the
website at www.english.org for application
information.

4. Regents’ Common Reader Award is a
separate award category given by individual
Regents to chapters which does not require
you attend the convention. The Regents’
Common Reader Award is a chance for your
chapter members to decide for yourselves
what to think of Chris Abani’s Song for Night.
As acting High Plains Regent, | invite
individual chapters to organize and host a
local event or activity around this text before
February 15, 2010, and to apply for award
money AFTER your event. Up to four
chapters from the High Plains Region may
receive awards of $50. In order to apply, a
chapter must submit the following three
documents, postmarked or emailed on or
before March 1, 2010:

« A cover letter, signed by the chapter
sponsor (or sent from the sponsor’s email
address), confirming that the activity or event
took place,

A narrative, not to exceed 500 words,
describing the activity or event, and

* A list of all participating persons or groups.

The Regents’ Common Reader Award is

open to all active High Plains Region
chapters of Sigma Tau Delta. It is completely
separate from convention submissions.
Results will be announced simultaneously at
the convention and by email. The Regents
hope that this award will be a way for
chapters in each region to share a
convention-related experience even if they
are not able to travel to St. Louis. We hope it
will encourage creative, text-based activities
and events. And, lastly, we hope it will give
space to reflect on the power of language
both in our own lives and in the lives of
others.

The Sigma Tau Deltan’s Guide to Running a Better World Books Drive
Sigma Tau Delta has entered into a national partnership with Better World Books,
an organization that sponsors collegiate book drives
to fund global literacy and green initiatives.

. Get familiarized with Better World Books, their nonprofit global literacy partners, and their mission by

checking out www.betterworldbooks.com.

If you want to find out if there is another group running a book drive on your campus and/or you want
to get your chapter started with this fundraiser/book drive, email
ReUseFirst@BetterWorldBooks.com!

. After emailing Better World Books, you will be contacted by an Account Representative who will act

as your contact person throughout the entire book drive process and help you with all your questions!
Each chapter will have access to its own online portal to order supplies, ship books (at no cost to
your chapter!), and view an environmental impact summary of your book drive on campus.

Choose one of the five global literacy partners to whom you want your book drive to impact and have
a packing or planning party—up to $50.00 for food and beverage reimbursed with receipts (per drive
on your campus).

Run your book drive and have fun—advertise, place collection bins in high traffic areas around
campus, collect books, prescreen books (if you elected the fundraising option), and pack and ship the
books.

Helpful Hints and Reminders:
Identify yourself as a chapter belonging to Sigma Tau Delta.
Your chapter can decide to participate in the book drive as a fundraiser to collect money back per

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St. Louis, Here We Come!

To St. Louis we will go for the 2010 Sigma Tau Delta International
Convention. My last trip to St. Louis was over 1020 straight miles in a bus - a
bus with 8 seats, 16 students (10 of whom were girls with shoe-stuffed
luggage), and one dog. Needless to say, | could have used this article and
this information on what you must see in St. Louis.

Anheuser Busch St. Louis Brewery, opened in 1852, has many of the
original architectural gems still visible. Through its corporate foundation and
community outreach efforts, the company gave away $13 million in the St. the Gateway Arch
Louis area last year. The building sits on 142 acres of land, approximately St. Louis, Missouri
1,655,280 square feet. A tour is offered every ten minutes. The hours are
Monday through Saturday 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and Sunday from 11:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. with the tour
lasting 1 2 hour. Admission is free and ends with free drinks. The brewery is located 3.24 miles away from
the Hyatt Regency Riverfront. On March 4, 2009, a four foot, 160 pound Clydesdale colt was born at the new
breeding farm near Boonville, MO. “We’re hoping he’ll grow to be six feet tall so he can join the eight-horse
hitch in another four years.” said Jim Poole, general manager of Clydesdale Operations for Anheuser-Busch.

The Cathedral Basilica of Saint Louis is a masterpiece of art and history. Artisans, craftsmen,
stonecutters, and masons spent almost a century creating this incomparable church. There are 42 million
pieces of glass used in 83,000 square feet of mosaic art, created by 20 artists over a span of 75 years.

The Gateway Arch is America’s tallest national park monument, standing at 630 feet above downtown
and the Mississippi River. Each year, approximately one million visitors ride trams to the top of the Arch. The
trams have been in operation for over 30 years, traveling a total of 250,000 miles and carrying over 25 million
passengers. The Gateway Arch is .47 miles away from our hotel. The
tour is $10.00 a person and takes at least one hour. The hours
Jare 9:20 a.m. to 5:10 p.m.

Get a bird’s-eye view of beautiful St. Louis on the St. Louis
Skyline tour or, for the more adventuresome, take the longer Explore St.
Louis tour on a helicopter. Tours star at $35 and run from 10:00 a.m. until
B sunset. The helicopter office is located directly below the Gateway Arch.

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Rent bicycles or a quad cycle for a leisurely ride along the Bike St. Louis
trails or the newly restored Riverfront Trail. The quad cycle is a four-wheeled
bicycle with two bench seats that can seat up to 6 people. Helmets and trail
maps are included with each rental. Look for the bike rental office on the
Riverfront directly below the Grand Staircase of the Gateway Arch. The bicycles
start at $15 per hour. The small quad cycle is $20 per hour and the large quad
cycle is $25 per hour. The hours are Fridays through Sundays from 10:00 a.m.
to 7:00 p.m.

Step back in time and visit the Missouri History Museum. View St. Louis’s history through
photographs, memorabilia, first-person narratives, and more. The museum has displays featuring the Dred
Scott case, which upheld slavery, the 1904 World’s Fair held at Forest Park, a replica of Charles Lindbergh’s
Spirit of St. Louis plane, and many other exhibits. Allow one hour for the standard exhibits and more time for
the special exhibits. Hours are Tuesday from 10am to 8pm and Wednesday through Monday from 10:00 a.m.
to 6:00 p.m. This museum is 16.2 miles away from the Hyatt Riverfront. A quick way to get there is on the
MetroLink.

Another must see museum is the St. Louis Art Museum. View art from around the globe and from
every time period. Plan at least two hours for this museum. Hours are Tuesday through Sunday from 10:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. on Fridays. This museum is located 7.2 miles away from the Hyatt Riverfront,
and a great way to get there is also on the MetroLink.

On April 10, 2006, the Cardinals opened their new 46,000 seat retro-style downtown ballpark. Ballpark
tours are offered from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. The tours depart from Gate 5 and last one hour. Tours include
stops at the following: a Party Room, the Redbird Club, the Press Box, the Cardinals Club, and the Cardinals
Dugout. Rates are $10 for adults. Tickets must be purchased at the stadium the day of the tour. The Busch
Stadium is 0.37 miles from the Hyatt Regency Riverside.

There are numerous ways of transportation in St. Louis. One great way to get around is with the
MetroLink, a light rail train system that runs from Lambert International Airport to the downtown area. The
train runs approximately every 30 minutes. The closest boarding station to the Hyatt Regency is the Union
Station MetroLink. This station will get you to each of the museums along with numerous other must sees.

Obviously, there are way too many things to do in St. Louis. The hotel, Hyatt Regency Riverfront, is
absolutely beautiful, as is the gorgeous city of St. Louis. | hope to see you all in St. Louis.
